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Life in Late Victorian Tickhill

Introduction
The scope of material includedin late Victoriasuies of The Parish Magazine, from

1891 to 1901, gves us some usefu insights ifiearii Tickhill. Not only isthere news
abou the usualrange of Church activities expeict@drish Magazines, from details of
worship and confirmations to records of baptismanmages and burials; these
publications also reported on a whole host of lactivities some, but not all, initiated
by the Church. Such reports are now a valuablecsanirhistorical evidence, giving
intriguing glimpses of what life was once like. 8eal activities are very similar to
present day ones. Others, and the way in which weeg recorded, show how different
local experiences and attitudes were at the etigeoYictorian era.

Extracts have been selected from the Magazindkusbrate various themes. The fir st
one, to do withrenovating St Mary’s, has echoes of the major fundraising project
which began in 2007 to undertake essential repai& Mary’s. We can see the
challenges presented by maintaining the medievildibg over one hundred years ago
andhowthey were tackled fundedand the o ucatebrated with special services.
For example, the Archhishop of York preached thensa at a service in April 1896.

The localNational Schoolsare the second theme, a reminder of how the Chnash
been involved with children’s education in TickHidk several centuies. The schoals,
the Infants’ School on Tithes Lane and the Seniddixed School on § Mary’s Road
(then called Back Lane), attained consistently Isigm dards in the various annual
inspectionsthey faced. The June or Juy Magaziagased summaries of the Reports.
The indefatigable Head Teacher of the Senior S¢iMoDixon, not only ensuedhis
pupils had a good education, he also helped tosganany activities in the parish,
not least the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee celebratiodi897, andtook part in various
musical actiities.

In contrast to today's Welfare State, many peapkhe 1890s, whose lives were
affected by accidents, ilness, dsability or gahérailty, depended ocharity to help
them survive. Able-boded people too sometimesddea dship when extreme winter
weather disrupted outdoor work. In the third themeecan see how Tickhil people
helped each other and benefited from bequests madg years previously. In addition
to the examples of relief gven, offertories alsoyided some funds each year for the
poor. This was sometimes given out in the form amichers as well as cash on the
recommendation of District Visitors, women of someslth appointed by the clergy,
who knew each family in Tickhill.

Two further themesgelebrationsandeisure, show how local people, often with very
imited free time, made great efforts to enjoy spbtational occasionsand local
dversions organised by public spirited individu&Bem e activities were closely
associated with the Church, such as the MotherstiMgs and the Girls’ Friendly
Society, and certainly, at times of national cedeibns, there were associated Church
services. Other activities like the annual Howeo®s and sports clubs were reported
in the Magazines for general interest.

Afinal section, aniscellany, brings together a diverse range of news itemmaeSshow
howindviduals efforts were valued. Several itereféect the ever present need to raise



money for the Church andindividuals. A good numdddocal people signed up for
Frst Aid training, becoming better prepared tol deth medical emergencies such as,
no doult, the ‘Sham Fight’ that ledto severaldemis during the Relief of Mafeking
celebrations. The miscellany concludes with exsradtout the Parish Room, showing
why such afacility was neededand how the oldeBnlard’s Hospital became the ideal
venue for meetings.

From 1891 to 1894 the Magazines usually consigt@asb one page attached to a
nationally-produced supplement entitddme Words for Heart and HeartAfter the
Revd. J. W. Goodall became Vicar in November 1884 Magazines contained more
material and were then periodically two pages afftbnt ofthe supplement. More
news was includedas were notes on Tickhill's msio generalandthe Church bells in
particular. It became customary for the Magazimesatry details of a variety of annual
balance sheets, for example to do with charitalohelfraising as well asthe running of
the Church and Tickhil's National Schools. Somaraples are included in this Paper.

TheHome Words for Heart and Hearflages, between twenty-two and twenty-four of
them, carried a great variety of short storieydlague s, biographies, accounts of
missionary work and lriefer itemsincluding Theu$ewife’'s Corner’, ‘The Home
Doctor’ and‘The Young Folk’s Page’. Plenty of #ttations helpedto make this
supplement visually appealing In many cases thegs were written by clergymen. No
author’'sname is given for the ‘Home Doctor’ sewtam living healthily in oldage
which concluded with the advice to avoid ‘passexgitement and luxury’.

Unlike the modern Parish Magazines which are AB,stze ones used for this
publication were about quarto size, that is aeliglss than A4. The monthly magazines
cost 1d (about ¥2p). The print run wasin the re@ib250 copies. Each year the
subscribers could have the twelve monthly issuar dinto one volume at a cost of 1/-
(6p). Inthe 1890s Mrs W. K. White agreed to sem‘heatly parcelled Magazines to
be bound if taken to her home at Leahurst in SualdrStreet. The illustration on the
next page shows the front cover of a Parish Ma@azine of the very few included in
the bound volumes. A front cover with a dffereasigin in 1898 isshown on page 21.
Advertisements featured in the Magazines to hel@ag@rinting costs. The back page
of the January 1895 Magazine is shown on page @hanitiside front cover of the
January 1898 Magazine can be seen on page 22athaeltising local businesses.

The end of Queen Victoria's reign was marked infEbbruary 1901 Parish Magazine

with a fulsome tribute to her. It also contain gghaagraph headed ‘The Best
Monument.” This proposal included below skilf ullycade d the need for fund raising.

There isnotonein our Parish, who, if called upomo contiibute to the erection of some
Monument in Memory of our lost Sovereign, would notgladly and promptly respond. But
the best way of all to honour her life is by takingts ruling principle to dignify and elevate
ourown. The qualiies which made Q ueen Victoria bleved tothe end of the earth are just
the qualities that shine equally in the humblest spject

If all the men and women in this Parish, greatandiunble, rich and poor, wil make a

firmresolve that they will be worthy of the Lead erand friend they have lost, and that they
will spare no cost to maintain the Nation, of whichtheir Parish forms a part, in the moral
strength and greatness to which it was raised and iwhich it was maintained duting the

Mictorian age — they will erect an inpelishable Moniment to the Memory of their Q ueen.

Renovating S Mary's

WINDOW S

June 1895

The draughts which formed such an unpleasant espaziin the winter, enbadened the
Churchwardens to seek the counsel of MrJ. D. Véebst S heffield, Archited and Diocesan
Surveyor. Ater careful examination, he reporteat the state of the windows was suficient to
account for much of this discomfort. One windovitie nave was blown in by the stom in
December, and this will haveto be ertirely reptladdr Webster also reported that the other
nave windows needed thorough repair, and thoslkeeodlerestory to be replaced by new ones. It
is now our pleasing duty to report that, thankkital donors, these new windows (sixteen) are
dl promised, and will soon —in aout two montingt—be in ther places.

October 1895

We are now glad to say that these are filled wetvoathedrd glass, and we trust they will be
found a greatimprovement. The South-West windothénave, which was considerably
injured by the storm last December, has dso heahesly treated, and we are not without hope
that we may be ale to add another ofthe Soutldomrs to the list. The cost of each derestory
window is about £5, and the nave windows aboufEfYe names of 13 donors arethen listed.]

January 189%

We are deeply indebted to Miss Alderson, who hdeddo her already long list of
benefactions to the Church, anew stained windcaw the Chancel arch, and the promise of
renovating the Chancel walls

LAUGHTON CHAPEL [Renamed St Helen’s Chapel in 1996]

October 1895

Mrs Curtis has offered to restore the Laughton @hahe burial place of her family for many
generations. For some years past, this has bednaasedergy and choir vestry. The vestry
willnowbe arranged in the South-West corner @f@hurch, and the work proposed to be done
willbe agreat improvement in three ways.

@) It will permanently restore the chapel, ondaf most andent parts ofthe church.

@) It will give us a thoroughly renovated organ.

3) It will provide a chapel for daily prayer anor bccasional senices.

October 1896

The beautiful ‘Decorated Window inthe Laughtondpkl is now being filled with

stained gass, the gift of Miss Laughton. The wiwde the work of Mr C. E. Kempe, of

London. The subjects ofthe pands are the appea@ithe Angds tothe Women at the Tomb
on the Resurrection morning, and the Charge te&irPy the Lake of Gdilee.... A wooden
platform forthe chairs has been placed in the btorg Chapd by Mrs Curtis. This makes room
for the comfort of the worshippers, and none naed feel apprehensive about coming to the
services on account of the dampness ofthe floor.

January 1897
The Laughton Chapd has been much improved bydhig#i@n ofa new cak frontto the organ
—thegift of Mrs Curtis. This has been made arddfby Mr Alderson of Northgate. A

handsome sanctuary chair has also been given bZ Miks.

BELLS AND CHIMES

January 1891

...Parishioners generally, ought to be very gratefiiliss Alderson for her munifcence in nat
only beautifying the Church by the addition of tet@ned glass windows, but also in defraying
the entire cost ofreparing the chimes, which hagebeen completed atthe end ofthe old
year. The wark has been done by Messrs. Pottse@fig, and will cost £90.



October 1895

It is many years sincethese [the bells] were awalidnl, and, having become dangerous to ring,
it was decided to set about their complete andbthgi repair. The Vicar and Churchwardens
sought the counsel of MrJ. D. Webster, and, albéai ning an estimae from a bell hanger, it
was decided to call apublic meeting, which was! bei Monday evening, 23September, in

the National School. Mr R. Wood proposed that tgsp should be canvassed for
subscriptions, and vaunteers to ollect in sevaistticts were aranged.... Probably about
£120 wil berequired forthe work, but no definiteder has yet been given.

Cctober 1896

it will be with great satisfaction that all in Tidk — and many beyond its border —

will learn tha Miss Alderson has offered to rga@dlse chimes, which have for some time been
silert.

January 1897

Idesire to say a word about the bells, which lgaree to Messrs. Taylor of Loughborough, to
betuned A suspicion seems to be very general that theaing to bee-cast and their value
impared. Let me hasten to assure any upon wha@rfear may rest, that suchis not the case,
and has never been contemplated. The Churchwaadhdeyselfwere assured, on the highest
authority, tha the undertones of the bells weteodtune, and could be materially improved,
and we have acted on this suggestion, feelingahetything possible ought to be doneto make
the new chimes as perfect as possible and weedebied tothe donor ofthe new chimes for
al the cost required for the tuning. The only metlaich will have touched the fire is that from
which the two new bells are made to compl ete the aif ei ght.

February 1897

The old six bells, with the two new ones, are nowhieir place inthe belfry. We hopeto say a
word ortwo about them next month; but we thinisihow agreed on all hands tha thetone is
improved inthe diredion of deamess and brighsnand that the addtion ofthe new bells
gives us a very fine peal of eight. It is a matibgrea satisfaction to ind so much interest
takeninthe bells, shown very clearly by the langmber who came to see them on their retum
from Loughborough.

March 1897

The visit of the Bishop of Beverley, on"2&ebruary, was a ftting completion to the work
which has been done of late in the old tower offammous Church. The sdemn and somewhat
quaint Service of Dedication at the base of thefrpwhen surrounded by ringers, chair, and
wardens, the Bishop, at the request ofthe Chunadens, fom whom hereceved them,
handed the ropes to the Micar, ‘as a sacred trt'not be forgotten by those who witnessed

it; and the hearty and reverent evensong, wittattdeess which fllowed, gave emphasis to the

joyous festival which had brought together so lag®ngregation....

It will be
seen that a consistent standard of excellence rtiaks all, in all branches of the
Schools, and we congratulate the Teachers on theaue results of their labours.

It will be notedthat the Government declare theessity of a new Classroom, andhow
urgent is the need will be apparent to anyone whovisit the school during ho urs of
instruction. The grant of land for this purposelog Duchy of Lancaster isalmost
completed, and we trust that before long the dess will be completed also. Both on

Nevertheless, the programme which had deanged under their able
conductor, Mr Dixon, proved every wit as varied atedightful. The room had been
tastefully decorated with flags and evergreensngi kright appearance as one
entered. A large audience was present to welcom ehibdren, who came on to the
platform, spotlessly and prettily dressed, to simgfirst item on the programme. Geat
credt is due to the mothers for the care whicly tieed bestowed upon the costumes of
their little ones, who looked so bright and gay.oThwmns were first sung, with great
taste and precision. Then followed other itemstuitkgsuc cession, but not a dul piece
was there amongst them. If we might single out maré from another, it would be to
gve special praise to the Recitations, which arebove the average. To speak well
is an important part of a man’s education, an ddfioee, our Teachers are wise in
teachingthe Boys and Girls to address an audieleeely and dstinctly. The Hymns,
Carols, Violin and Pianoforte Solos were all exestl| as were the songs by Miss Ellis
and Mr Dixon. The latter fully merited the applawgéeh which he was greeted, for
everyone felt that the success of the Concert wesrtt only to the hearty co-
operation of his colleagues, but more especiallyigmwn untiring zeal and efforts.

ChristmasPresents of rugs, coal, fannel, tea, and sug af, bed other Christmas cheer, have been
givenaway by benevolent persons to the pooriiovarp arts of the Parish, and we think that th & pdo
Tickhill have greatreason to be thank ful that theg so well looked after and cared for by thosesgh
means enable them‘todo good, andto distribuieod their abundance, and who arewishful to make
theirpoorer brethren and sisters enjoy th e festeason.

The New YeaWew Years Day, this year falling ona Sunday, Fexyts Dole was distibuted onthe
bllowingday, Jan ¥ at 110’dock in the morning, when 180 lo aveb ofad were hand ed over tothe
desewing poor at the Church by the Churchward&nthis Dole about 129 families are benefitted, 51
receiving 2 loaves each and 78 1lloaf each, bwiHef Mrs Jane Farmery,who died in the year1699,
and whose birthday fell on New Year's Day . She gswided for a sermon to be preached on thatd ay
by the Vicar or his substitute, thus showing hetypend goodness in caring for the souls as wéth as
bodies ofth e poor at the openingof every year.

March 1895

THE GREATSTORM

The prolonged frost, bringing with itloss o f woakd the pinch of distress, emboldened the Vicaglio

a Meeting on Sunday evening, Februar&?,lﬁ take measures to alleviate insome degreprihwailing
need. A goodly repres entative gathering asse mblétei Vestry, and a hearty response was made to the
appead for funds. Upwards of £30 in subscriptiaihe result of this meeting, and measures we entak

to bring reliefto bear a once. A Committee wasnied, with R. H. Brooksbank,Esq, in the chair, to
organise the affair. It was decided (1) to giveshleool children breakfast from day to day during t
severe weather, inthe National School, and (8)ttto ad minister reliefd aily for the same period.

The Urban Council also, at their meeting on thest@iag, decided to open relief works at the Quarry.
Mrs Curtis and Miss Laughton also mostkindly canie@to give soup twice a week, instead of
Wednesday only, with bread in addition. The bresisfhave b een arranged each day by Mr Dixon, and
the thanks of parents and children are dueto hidrhés willing helpers, theteachers,and othetsg w
have assisted in this good work.

April 1895
We give belowa Balance Sheetofthe account ®tistress Relief Fund, and are thankful to feat th
the need brithasnow passed away . Thereadynsefo the appeal is a matter for whichthe parish
may be congratulated. Upwards of 840 quarts of smgp400 loaves ofbread were distributed by the
kind[ness] of Mrs Curtis and Miss Laughton. 2044d-Break fasts for Children were provided fromthe
Relief Fund, besides the cod, ugro ceries, etc gwhiere distributed by the same means.
The balance inhand on March 2as seen below, was found to be £13 9s 8%d. Theniitee dedded
to utilizethis as follows:-
@) To put £5in the P.O. Savings’ Bank as anudeushew fund, incase it should be required.
(2) To divide £5 amongst the (ten) District Msitors felief ofdistress.
3) To put the remainder, £3 9s8%d., into the handdrdii>on for the same purpose.

The celebrations of the marriage of Prince Geof ¥ ales
[later George M and Princess Mary of Teck tookelan the
day itseff [6 July], which was observed asa ganteali-
holiday, the various places of business being dasdl o’clo ck,
andthe afternoon and evening being gven ovele@asure.
At 2 o’clock, a cricket match was played in the Vgéield
between 12 persons of each sex, the men using bstioks
instead of bats, andalso the left hand for bowlind fielding.

After this was a Bicycle Paraany of the machines beingvery
prettily and tastefully decorated with flowers,.eat 1.30, a Full Dress procession took
place, the Band leading, followed by a decoratedicdhe centre of which was
‘Britannia’, and others containing Kruger and Cergnd repre sentatives of the Boers,
the Hre Brigade, and the Ambulance. Amongst tbosiot the little Infants in their
red and white costunes, and the Hower Girls, Nikkids, Red Cross Nurses, and
others, followed by military men on horse back mdd@eprocession a very gay and
interesting spectacle. Unfort unately the next i@mthe programme, ‘The Sham Fight’,
threw a cloud over the rejoicings of the day, owiogeveral accidents, though we trust
thatthose who sufferedmay soon be restored tithh@de evening closed with Sports
and Firework s, the weather being favourable orvihn@le. During the day the sum of
